4. Starting at the top of the car, apply solution to a small

If suds dry on surface, wet down, re-
wash and rinse.

5. When level of foam lessens, a hard spray of water will
refill the bucket with ample suds.

6. Wiping or chamois is not necessary after rinsing if used
as directed; cleaned surface will dry streak-free.
